I. Rebecca called the meeting to order.
II. Principal’s Report:

A.  Staffing updates: new staff

1. Holly Melnack resigned from resource teacher position; Hugo Velasquez was hired as the new resource teacher.

2. Donna Jackson will be working 1 day/week with speech therapy

3. Carol Flemming was hired to work 1 day/ week with the music program.  She will be working on Mondays and will be starting the choir program.

B. Power 30: This program is going well according to staff and students.  We will put information about this program on the School website as well as the Foundation’s website
C. District changed the website, and the school’s website is not as easy to find when people search for it.  Therefore, the Foundation will add a link to the school’s website at the top of our page.

III. Guest – Sumer Paredes to speak about Scrip’s budget

A.  A large majority of families like having physical cards.  Difficult to get people to come through to buy cards, and it is difficult to get new people to sign up and to reload cards.

B. Summer is requesting that we put on budget as a short term, liquid asset account – This way it will not show as an expense account.  

a. Order includes face value, net cost, and rebate.  Shipping costs have increased, so one goal is to order as many cards as possible at one time, to reduce overall shipping costs.

C. There will be a school-wide contest for whichever class has the most Scrip card purchases. The winner will win a pizza party.

a. The goal is to push people to buy gift cards

b. There will be a phone call home to announce the contest. This will announce one big order on December 4.  Summer will be present before and after school to sell physical cards on Wednesdays and Friday, through holiday break.
c. Order forms will be put in Wednesday folders.

d. In January or February, there could be another contest to encourage parents to use the online reloading and app.

D. This Friday will be a sign up drive in the library.
