➢​ DSF Events 
○​ 43% of respondents want to keep all current events. 
○​ 25% said they could do without either of the dances. 
○​ The Variety Show and Fall Festival are the most popular and 

frequently requested to keep. 
○​ When asked if there are any events we could eliminate, 18 

respondents answered "No." 
○​ Several comments highlighted that dances and movie night are the 

least favored events. 
○​ Some suggested making the Spring Social an every-other-year 

event and holding it closer to home. 
○​ A few families also shared that the Holiday Bazaar may not be 

necessary. 
➢​ Garden Program 

○​ 38% reported their children tried more vegetables because of the 
program. 

○​ It received the highest number of responses to the question about 
discussing the garden at home. 

○​ 87% want to continue the garden program, 1% do not, and 7% are 
neutral.​ ​ ​ ​  

➢​ Notes 
○​ Encourage more survey participation through classroom updates 

and the principal’s Sunday message. 
○​ Next year’s messaging can highlight that more events mean more 

chances for families to enjoy DSF activities together.
